Location: First Security Bank office, 19002 33rd Ave. W, Lynnwood, WA.
A quorum was present and proper notice was given to members as to date and time of meeting.
Guests:  Sue Venable and Maggie Cramer from the Edmonds School District presented an Early Learning Grant proposal request and also provided the board with an update on the grant proposal and the existing program that has been enhanced by previous grants from the Rotary Club of Lynnwood. Discussion followed.  Debbie moved that we provide $20,000.00 to the Early Learning Grant and $27,500.00 to scholarships; Marilla seconded; motion passed with one vote opposed. 

Minutes:     

Marilla moved that we accept the December 2015 minutes with the suggested revisions; Larry seconded; motion passed.
President's Report:
Membership:  Wayne reported that he made calls to or left messages with the 21 members who have not as yet paid their dues in full.   

Meeting Venues:  Wayne will review the process for checking where our meetings are being held each week with members, which includes an announcement at the previous week’s meeting, publication on the calendar of the Rotary Club of Lynnwood’s website, and publication in the Rotary Club of Lynnwood’s newsletter.  It is up to the members to apprise themselves of these resources for the meeting venues each week.
Snohomish County Tourism Bureau:  Since Anthony Brenneman left for Anaheim, CA and the Tourism Bureau paid for his membership in our club to represent their bureau, they request that they can choose another representative to become a member of our club to replace Anthony.  Discussion followed and motion passed to accept another representative from the bureau as a member of our club.  The process for becoming a member will follow our regular membership procedure.
Golf Tournament Update:  Debbie reported that the hole-in-one insurance (Axis) lost the court case with Servco Pacific Insurance and they will pay $24,581.00 to the Rotary Club of Lynnwood once RCL signs a disclaimer of any further action against Axis. Axis will also pay for all Servco Pacific Insurance attorney fees.  The notification has been sent to our attorney, Mr. Silke.  Wayne reported that he contacted a lawyer to ask for the suggestion of a pro bono lawyer who may represent our club if we pursue a case against the Everett Golf & Country Club.  He is awaiting to hear back from the lawyer regarding any suggestions.

Challenge Race:  Debbie reported that the race will be held on June 5, 2016 and that they are still looking for a location and sponsors for the cars.  Suggestions for sponsors followed.  She also reported that it was decided not to hold the race event on the same day as the 5K race sponsored by the city, due to the confusion that two events may cause.
Indonesia:  Debbie also reported that the International Committee will be going for a District 5030 matching grant for $1,000.00 for teacher training.

Nourishing Network Grant:  Casey reported that the grant was held up, due to an error on the part of District 5030, and they have made a commitment to grant us our request for funds to support the ongoing food purchase program. 
Community Service Report:

Grant Requests:  Boys’ and Girls’ Club:  Jody shared a grant request for $2,500.00 to support the Boys’ and Girls’ Club as a yearly partnership.  Discussion followed.  Clothes for Kids:  Jody also shared a $5,000.00 grant request from Clothes for Kids. Discussion followed.  Any actions on these two grant requests were tabled until more information can be gathered and shared at next month’s board meeting.
Vocational Service Report:

House Project:  Ken reported that the molding is done, cabinets are in, and flooring is next.  Two matching bids from realty companies have been received to sell the house at 4% realty fee; discussion and a decision will follow.  The committee is now looking toward the 2nd house project.  Ken suggested that we revisit our agreement with the Edmonds School District on the qualifications required for the teacher who is in charge of the House Project students.  In order for the House Project to be ongoing we need the support of the educational institutions.  A suggestion of a Rotary-built “Lynnwood Nonprofit Center” was made if the committee and our club decide not to move forward with the house project.
